Paid Union Meetings 

Most primary teachers and support staff (teacher aides) are members of the NZEI union. 

Every three years the union negotiates a collective employment agreement for these 

staff, and sets any wage and salary increases.  

 

The NZEI has called a series of Paid Union Meetings for all members to discuss the government’s offer for pay 

increases. The school board, as employer, is legally required to release staff to attend Paid Union Meetings.  

 

Our staff will be attending a Paid Union Meeting on either the 19th or 20th of August. This will result in some 

disruption to normal teaching of classes on those days. The meetings are for an hour, plus some travel time because 

they occur out of school.  

 

The government has offered education staff (teachers and teacher aides) a low pay offer, well below the current 

inflation rate, so it is likely that this will be rejected by members of the union. We are hopeful that the government 

will improve its offer.  

 

School Closed on Monday 

A reminder that Tirimoana will be closed on Monday. The Ministry of Education will be delivering 

Professional Learning on the refreshed Mathematics Curriculum. Please ensure arrangements are 

made for your children on this day. Notification of the school being closed was first published in the 

Week 7 Term 2 Pānui, sent out on Thursday 12 June.
